	Update on Third Bond Release/Caldwell, Flores, Winters

Shin Green from Caldwell, Flores, Winters, Inc. presented an overview of the Measure C General Obligation Bonds.   Currently the District has approximately $5.4 million in remaining G.O. bond authorization to be issued under Measure C.   He described three options of long term borrowing via the issuances of its next series of G.O. bonds.   Questions were asked and answered by Mr. Green.   Comments from the board included Mrs. Murayama wanting to get the projects done, Mrs. Nugent concerned about exceeding the $23.97 per $100,000 as stated to community in bond language.  She also reminded administration that the taxpayer association representative on the Citizens Oversight Committee is still open.   Mr. Prater said that it would be posted and filled shortly.   Mr.  Prater would like to ask that the board members vote for the issuance of the third release on the June 11th board meeting.   He would like to present Options 2 and 3 for the board to consider and chose one to go forward with the purchase of the third release of the bond.
