A family will receive a discount for multiple riders on annual, semi-annual, and quarterly school year round trip passes only.

Refunds
Refunds are available if your child experiences a medical illness which exceeds 15 consecutive days and is accompanied by a physician's statement.  Should you move out of district permanently and your child is to attend another district you may apply for a refund.  Refunds will be granted on nearest full quarter usage.  Example:  Your child uses 40 days of an annual pass, you would receive 3/4 (75%) of the amount that you paid not 140 days/180 days (77%) which would be a pro-rated refund.  If a child is removed from the bus for discipline reasons, there will be no refund.
Requests for refund must be made by you in writing and must also include the pass.
Pupils transported in a school bus shall be under the authority of, and responsible to, the driver of the bus.  The state law gives the school bus driver full responsibility for the safety and conduct of students on the school bus.  Those laws also state that students riding the bus are to refrain from disorderly conduct which may distract the driver and endanger the safety of all.  Infractions of bus rules and regulations may result in the denial of transportation.  These rules and regulations have been distributed to all students and their parent(s)/guardian(s).  (Refer to Title 5, Code of Regulations section 14103.)
When a pupil is denied bus transportation, it is the responsibility of the parent(s)/guardian(s) to provide transportation to and from school.  Also, if the behavior is considered to be detrimental to the safety and welfare of the passengers on the bus, the above process may be superseded and immediate removal of the student will be at the discretion of the Director of Transportation with immediate notification to parent(s)/guardian(s).
For each occurrence of unsatisfactory conduct, an incident report is to be filled out.  Parent(s)/Guardian(s) will be notified of each incident.  The consequences shown below are for guideline purposes only.  The actual discipline will be determined by the Transportation Department.
FIRST INCIDENT:
     Warning.  Child(s parent(s)/guardian(s) to be notified.

SECOND INCIDENT:     Loss of bus riding privileges for 3 days.

THIRD INCIDENT:         Loss of bus riding privileges for 5 days.

FOURTH INCIDENT:     Loss of bus riding privileges for 20 days.

FIFTH INCIDENT:          Loss of bus riding privileges for remainder of school year.
